We are open throughout the year from 8amð 6pm and offer full time 

and part time sessio ns. We also work in partnership with Glasgow City Council to 

provide 3 -5 year old funding to eligible families.

Settling in procedure  
 

Your child will be settled into our  nursery gradually  to 

ensure that every member of your family is happy 

with the choice you have made. Our staff know the 

importance of these sessions as they each work 

closely with parents to aid your child into nursery as 

seamlessly as possible. Our settling in sessions will last 

as long as your little one requires. We understand 

that every child i s different and our aim is to make 

these sessions as flexible and comforting as possible 

to guarantee that both you and your child are 

happy. Parent visits are encouraged whilst your 

child is grad ually settled into the nursery. Our nursery 

also provides home visits during the settling in period 

and we use the aid of our Nurture Bears to help 

establish continuity and familiarity betwee n home 

and nursery.  

Starting at nursery  

We provide complimentary settling in s essions which gives you  and your child time 

to become familiar with our nursery . Once your child starts with us they will be 

assigned a designated key person. Your child's key person will be responsible for 

monitoring your child's development and will be your first point of contact at 

nursery. Your child's key person will always be available to discuss your child's 

progress.  Our nursery provides routine Home Visits before your child st arts nursery 

to establish familiarity  with their keyworker. When starting at Kelvinside 

Kindergarten each child receives a  Nurture Bear which aids  in developing 

continuity  between home and nursery .

Our Rooms  

Playrooms within our nursery are generously pro portioned, carefully planned and 

extensively resourced to create inspiring learning environments in which children 

can grow and learn with confidence. Each playroom has access to outdoor play 

areas offering the opportunity for regular outdoor learning acro ss all areas of the 

curriculum. Here at Kelvinside we pride ourselves on being a child -led setting, 

allowing the children to think for themselves. We find this approach is beneficial in 

forming confident, independent little ones who understand that every a ction has 

a consequence. Children in any of our rooms will not progress into their next room 

until after we have had a discussion with yourself.  

Baby & Tweenie Rooms (0 - 16 months  & 16 months - 2 years ) 

 

Our Baby  Room provides quality care to children between the ages of birth - 16 

months. We have highly experienced staff whose priorities are to follow the home 

routine of each baby as closely as possible.  Our baby room is a comforting, 

spacious play area with a qu iet and secure sleeping area,  where our babies sleep 

in cots and on sleeping mats.  Our staff take babies out for fresh air every day and 

we even have several sheltered areas in our garden so that our children have 

access to the outdoors in all weather cond itions. We provide a variety of 

stimulating activities in order to promote yo ur baby's all -round development 

including sensory play and motor skills. We have a display wall in this room which 

will be updated regularly for you to see what your child has bee n up to!  

We ask parents to supply their own nappies, wipes and milk to ensure 

continuity between home and nursery for all babies.  We are a breast 

feeding friendly nursery, with staff trained in breast milk storage. 

We encourage and welcome you to visit du ring the day 

to feed your child.  

In our Tweenie Room  a balance of adult and child led activities will be carried 

out.  We begin to adopt a more challenging and varied approach to the day.  

They will be introduced to activities such as painting , sand modelling and water 

play . 

 

 



Toddler  Room (2-3 years ) 

 

Your child will continue to explore the same 'messy activities' as in our Tweenie 

Room. There will also be a more prominent focus on physical and creative 

activities , giving children the  scope to explore what they want and help them to 

develop skills and individuality. An extensive range of quality resources and 

activities are provided for the  continuing development of your child.  

As with all our rooms , all our children have access to the outdoors as much as 

possible and daily updates are kept to provide parents with information about 

meals, sleep times and achievements and activities to ensur e that you are kept 

up -to -date with exactly what your child is up to throughout the day!  

Pre School Room (3-5 years ) 

 

After our Toddler Room, your child would move into our Pre School Room, ready 

to make the transition into school. Our nursery is recognised as a pre -school centre 

by the Education Department.  In this room children have a wide  choice of 

learning opportunit ies including arts and craf ts, construction activities, table top 

games , French  lessons and music classes !  

At Kelvinside Kindergarten  we pride ourselves on ensuring that when your child 

leaves our nursery to move on to primary school they do so confidently and 

independently whilst taking with them a love of learning and pride in their 

achievements. We would strive for your child to have  the following skills when 

leaving nursery: recognising and writing their own name, demonstrating good 

observational skills, showing preliminary reading skills, being able to confidently 

control a pencil, show creative skills and have a knowledge of number s.   

 

 



Outdoor Play  
We love to get outside at Kelvinside Kindergarten ! We have separate and secure 

gardens designed and appropriately equipped for each age group. We 

encourage free -flow between indoor and outdoor play for all children aged 2 - 5 

years old.   

As well as access to our fabulous outdoor play areas, children of a ll ages enjoy 

regular walks in the local area.  Our favourite place s to visit are  the Botanic 

Gardens , Library and Duck Pond.   Our youngest children are often seen out in our 

double buggies enjoying the fresh air, sights and sounds of the local community. 

We use Walkodile Child Safety Systems and high visibility vests to keep children 

safe when out on trips away from the nursery.  

Our Team  
Our staff team comprises of a blend of mature, experienced and professionally 

qualified nursery practitioners and trai nees working towards their qualifications. All 

staff are skilled in expertly guiding your child through the wonders of learning whilst 

playing. Our staff are dedicated to treating your child with patience, affection, 

enthusiasm and understanding. All staff  participate in ongoing training to 

constantly progress their own skills and abilities.

Nursery Food

 

Here at Kelvinside Kindergarten our children are provided with 2 healthy and 

nutritionally balanced snacks, one in the morning and one in the afternoon. 

Whenever possible we try to source all our food locally and organically, including 

seasonal vegetables and fruit. We believe that by providing our children with 

nutritional food, bursting with fresh frui t and vegetables, is a necessity in each 

child's physical and mental well -being.   

Should parents wish they can provide us with a hot or cold lunch which  our staff 

can  serve to them  at lunch time. As a health promoting nursery, we encourage 

parents to provide healthy and nutritious options for lunch. Staff serving food have 

been fully trained in Food Hygiene.  

Dietary Requirements  
We have a flexible approach and are happy to cater f or a range of special 

dietary, medical, religious or cultural requirements.  

We ask our parents to bring in formula milk for babies, in accordance with current 

guidelines. These will be made up as required and stored safely in accordance 

with manufacturer' s suggestions. Our staff have all been fully trained in Food 

Hygiene and are passionate about teaching children the importance of good 

hygiene too. We promote washing hands before and after meals and snacks and 

encourage children to help serve their own fo od and clean their teeth after meals.  

Above all, we believe that meal times should be a happy, relaxed time where 

children learn social skills, manners, good hygiene practise and healthy eating 

habits to last them a lifetime.
